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Question:The front end of my coach weighs 8,260 Ibs.
Each of my front tires indicate max load 4,675 Ibs. (110
psi). Is this weight divided between both front tires for
weight computation? In other words, each front tire is
rated at 4675 Ibs for a total of 9,350 Ibs. So | assume |
have 1,090 Ibs to spare?

Answer:Tires and weights can be a little confusing, but yes basically when yo
combine the two front tires ratings the combined weight should be able to sup
the weight being placed on the front axle. To get a true picture though you ne¢
weigh each tire position separately to see how much weight is really on each

end.

This is where it gets a little confusing. Your tires can support a maximum of 4,
they are inflated to 110 psi. In your situation the tires would be overinflated fo
the amount of weight that is really placed on the tires (according to the figures
gave me). Tire manufacturers have load and inflation tables that inform the
consumer how much air needs to be in a tire for a certain amount of weight be
placed on the tire.

When an RV manufacturer buildsreotorhomethey weigh each axle to determin
how much air will need to be in the tires for the actual weight placed on the tir
The federal weight data plate/sticker with tire inflation information is normally
located close to the drivers area of theotorhome. It will inform you of the
correct inflation pressure based on the weight was when the RV was built. If
add weight to the front or rear of thenotorhomeit is your responsibility to
determine the correct tire inflation requirements based on the new weights. Yc
never want to exceed the maximum air pressure for the tires, and you always
the same amount of air pressure in both tires on the end of the same axle (ba
on the heaviest end).

The best thing to do is check the tire inflation pressure on federal data plate i

MH for the correct tire inflation pressure, then when the MH is fully loaded ha
weighed (preferably by individual tire positions) and adjust the inflation press

accordingly. Also remember that the overall weight of the MH cannot exceed t
GVWR of the coach.
